In addition to the keywords, authors need to provide 2-3 index terms for each page, i.e. a manuscript which includes 10 main pages (excluding references and cover page) needs 20-30 index terms. 

Executive Summary (separate file)

This general overview should be explained by two paragraphs representing your proposed chapter. The main difference of these two paragraphs (maximum 200 words) with the abstract is that the executive summary directly explains the key points of your chapter.  It can be similar to the content of your chapter.
